112 

It is the same as calling 999 but is European wide, should help you in your own language.
Register your phone to Text 999 

Text the word ‘register’ to 999 

They will send you the terms and conditions.

Once you click agree, your phone is registered.
You can send a text to 999 but you must register your phone first. 

Lets people hard of hearing or speech impaired to get help.
Brief message – ambulance, man, heart attack, address.
Emergency Calls Only (will pick up the strongest signal in area no matter what network)
You can call the emergency services but remember to tell them it is for emergency calls only service – they cannot call you back so you will have to call them back if the person deteriorates or for update. 
Useful smartphone applications
Medical ID

When emergency services arrive, they do not know anything about your medical history, you can record your medical history on your phone.  If you complete that, then SAS may be able to treat you quicker.
iPhones and Androids will differ but a Medical ID information can be recorded within most health or safety apps.
